
LINKING SCRIPTURES FROM ONENOTE TO THE EQUIPD BIBLE APP 
 

Desktop Version of OneNote 
 

1. Open OneNote 
2. Highlight the scripture that you would like to link to or type one out and then highlight   

it 
3. Go to the Insert tab and choose Link (Control + K) 
4. The scripture should show up under Text to display 
5. Type in the Address to go to Equipd Bible (see formats below) 
6. Tap/click on OK.  Your link will be in blue.

iPad Version Of OneNote 
 

1.  Open OneNote 
2.  Highlight the scripture that you would like to link to 
3.  Copy it 
4.  Open Equipd Bible 
5.  The scripture should be recognized in the clipboard 
6.  Choose Open the Scripture 
7.  In the right top corner, tap on the three dots 
8.  Choose Generate Scripture URL 
9.  Go back to OneNote 
10.  Your scripture should still be highlighted.  If it is not, highlight it. 
11.  Go to Insert > Link 
12.  Paste the link from Equipd into the Address area  
13.  If you highlighted the scripture, it should show up in the Display area.  If not, give it a                                                            

display name. 
14.  Tap Done and tap the screen to close 
15.  Tap on the link, it should be blue 
16.  Open 
17.  It will take you to the scripture in the Equipd Bible 
18.  In the top left corner, tap on Back to OneNote to go back to OneNote 

 
 

Notes:  So that the scriptures will be detected in the Clipboard in the Equipd Bible App when 
you copy them, in the Equipd Bible go to Settings > Bible Settings.  Go to Detect Scriptures in 
Clipboard.  Turn on Clipboard Lookups and Clear Clipboard. 
 
If you do not want to copy the scripture and have it recognized in Equipd and have it generate 
the URL for you, you can manually type in the link like you did in the desktop version of 
OneNote.
